Equally, if your concerns relate to any on-line activity or behaviour of a member of staff (which
could suggest that s/he is unsuitable to work with children) please ask to speak to a DSL in confi-
dence, who will refer the matter to the Headteacher (or the Chair of Governors if the concern re-
lates to the Headteacher) and procedures will be followed.
